Cycles 
Bath benefits from an array of 

cycle paths, not least the Bath 

to Bristol cycle path which 

ends about 1/2 a mile away 

(near Green Park Station). 

Although there are no cycle 

racks at the building, there are 

racks at either end of York 

Street. Please do not park 

bikes against the railings as 

this obstructs the pavement.

On average, carbon emissions per pas-

senger from transport are: 

Car—180g of CO2 per kilometre 

Motorcycle—124g of CO2 per km 

Bus—103g of CO2 per km 

Train—40g of CO2 per 

km 

Buses 
The Friends Meeting House is 5 minutes‟ walk 

from Bath‟s bus station which is in Dorchester 

Street. Most buses entering Bath stop here, 

either in the bus station or at one of the stops 

outside it. From the bus station, walk right along Dorchester Street and 

into Manvers Street, past the police station on the right and Henry 

Street on your left. At the top of Manvers Street, follow the pavement 

round the „Island‟, and turn left into York Street (towards Bath  

Abbey). The Friends Meeting House is a few metres down on the left. 

 

The nearest bus stop to the Meeting House itself is on the High Street. 

Buses that stop here include the 4, 6, 7, 13 and 20. 

Rail 
The Friends Meeting House is approximately 5 minutes‟ walk from Bath Spa railway station. As you leave the main 

entrance of the station, cross the road and walk straight up Manvers Street (the road in front of you), past the police 

station on the right and Henry Street on your left. At the top of Manvers Street, follow the pavement round Terrace 

Walk („The Island‟), and left into York Street (towards Bath Abbey). The Friends Meeting House is a few metres 

down on the left. 

Walking 
The Meeting House is right in the centre of Bath! 

 

From the Roman Baths, walk past Bath Abbey and into  

Kingston Parade (the flagstoned area to the South of the  

Abbey which houses the Tourist Information centre). Walk 

diagonally across the Kingston Parade and turn left into York 

Street. You will see the Friends Meeting House on the right. 

 

From Pulteney Bridge, turn left and walk down Grand Parade, 

past the Empire Hotel.  At Orange Grove, and turn right into 

Terrace Walk (“The Island”).  The first road to 

your right is York Street. You will see the 

Friends Meeting House a few metres down on 

your left.
